None of the
above mentioned situations are under the contre ~f th. te': takers. What they can
do is to prepare themsefves as much as thev oo~ arn “=erform to the best of their
ability.

Many candidates take this test (very yea., and the competition gets continuoulsy
tighter and tighter.
