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Introduction

Listening is one of the skills that is left out the most in our National
Curriculum for teaching English. The result of which can be seen in
international English tests such as the IELTS. In a study we did of over 1000
IELTS candidates who were randomly chosen among the candidates of the
cities of Tehran, Mashhad, Isfahan and Tabriz and who sat the Sanjesh
administered IELTS test, the following results were obtained. The average
score tor listening, reading, writing and speaking were, respectively, 5.20,
5.55, 6.1 and 6.4. It goes without saying that listening is the lowest mark
scored among the four skills.

To address this problem, we came up with this book which deals with the
basics of listening skill and different types of questions featured in an IELTS
listening test.
