Two: The background of the congress

It is almost 10 years; the Qur'an and Sciences Department has been established
in al-Mustafa International University. The discipline of the Qur'an and Sciences,
with 10 tendencies {education, politics, economics, psychology, sociology,
management, law, health, etc.} are being taught in the Quran and Hadith Advanced
school of al-Mustafa International University.
