No
need to exaggerate ..at nearly all important branches of intelligence science
and all Intelligence keywords and expressions (approximately 1000) have been
covered in these two books.

In selection of exercises due attention was paid to mention names of famous
figures, operations, incidents and prominent intelligence services, so the
exercises become informative and educational too. The key words and
expressions have been used in exercises more than once and sometimes twice,
so that they are not forgotten by the students.

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devoted endless hours as a brilliant editor, helping me to frame and reframe the
books.
