The idea of compiling an English textbook for intelligence science

students occurred to me about three years ago, when I was working on

the new edition of "A Dictionary of Intelligence and Security Terms”.

Unfortunately, 1 was too busy to start a new book at that time as writing two

other books had absorbed all my time and attention. Havins fonad a good

opportunity in the summer of current year, I started the project. In ~en.~al, three
phases were conducted in about seven months to prepare the book.

In the first phase original texts and materials wereole<.c from numerous
different sources, which amounted to 1500 pages. The st ond 1 1ase dealt with
the selection, summarizing, and integrating numerors  ‘ece ot writing on the
Intelligence and its branches. In this phase the averail imes of 60 distinct
units were determined. Finally, in the third pha.» {t. =“most time-consuming
one) a standard five-section exercise was desigr od 100 each unit. In addition to
this, three Mini Reviews for every ten units, ».d a Final Exam were developed.
As agreed upon with the publisher, t se >0 wis were divided into two 30-unit
books so that they would be teachable "1 BA and MA courses. Naturally the
first book, entitled " English for L telligence Students(1)" comprises the basic
and general materials for BA s udei's, while the second one, entitled "English
for Intelligence Studen’.?Y  contains more specific and professional
materials of the Intelligence Sciei.ce.

In preparation of the \>x.2 ve arranged them in a way that the theoretical and
up-to-date materials peita'ning intelligence and its branches are included. No
need to exagger > tiat nearly all important branches of intelligence science
and all the In. lligence keywords and expressions (approximately 1000) have
been covered in these two books.

In selection of exercises due attention was paid to mentioning names of
famous figures, operations, incidents and prominent intelligence services, so
the exercises become informative and educational too, The key words and
expressions have been used in exercises more than once and sometimes twice,
so that they are not forgotten by the students.

The preparation of these books was invaluably assisted by three friends of
mine: | extent my thanks for many courtesies by Prof. Vafa, who skillfully
deVoted endless hours as a brilliant editor, helping me to frame and reframe the
books.
