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Designing a small homrequires optimizing the space we have at
our disposition s well as the creation of the most comfortable
possible disiibutian. In many cases the projects we present are
only a réishithing where the dividing walls have been removed to
the highcst polsible degree and the space have been completely
trans:onine ! to achieve a sensation of spaciousness and comfort.
dceasianally, some of the house's original older elements have
been conserved, like the chimney, floor overlay, wooden
et aents... thus obtaining a more bohemian or vintage atmosphere,
sometimes  highlighted with furniture and recycled objects,
something that also helps to reduce the project's budget.

In this book we put together a selection of apartments and houses
ranging from 150 ft to 538 ft. We also show the current
tendencies in apartment design and small size prefabricated homes
both of which don't lack any detail and the ideas they provide such
as painting walls in light colour shades, knocking down walls,
multifunctional furniture, etc... act as a source of inspiration.
