The vocabulary used in the examples and exercises has also
been restricted so that the book can be used at chis level.



Using the book

The book can be used by students working alone (see To the Studens) or as
supplementary course material. In either case the book can serve as a beginning
grammar book.

When used as course material, the book can be used for immediate consolidation
or far later revision or remedial work. It might be used by the whole class or by
individual students needing extra help and practice.

In some cases it may be desirable to use the left-hand pages {presentation and
explanation) in class, but it should be noted that these have been written for
individual study and reference. In most cases, it would probably be better for
teachers to present the grammar point in their prcfcrred way with the exercises
being done for homework. The left-hand page is then available for later referefie by
the student.

Some teachers may prefer to keep the book for revision and remedial work. ln this
case, individual students or groups of students can be directed 1o the appze
units for self-study and practice.
